On average this year, our operating expenses are running about $1,000 more per month than our contributec
income. Obviously, we can only continue to work that way for a limited amount of time. We are a church tha
traditionally steps up and gives wheretiis a need.

This also
included moving the two display cases in the hallway. The total cost for all of threAkoalCfry was
$22,278.84. We received a check &tanmsurance co. (Selectifee)this total amount. This has been paid.

Air MangiementTechniques removed the asbestos tile and disposed of it in an approved manner. They also
applied a solvent the concrete floors, and used abrasives to remove the mastic that held the tile to the concre
This work is complete. Their quote was for $5,700.00. This will be paid by the insurance.

Jud construction removed approximately 68 leetadf drywall uppproximatel feet from the floor that had

been damaged by the water, removed 9 classroom doors that were also damaged, and remogeatdiBetgoden
that were also damagethe drywall has been replaced, finished and painted, and the cabinets teave bee
installed and painted.
