May-June 2013 - Reminder

God is Doing New Things

The Message translates Isaiah 43: 18-19 this way,

““Forget about what’s happened;
don’t keep going over old history.

Be alert, be present. I’'m about to do something brand-new.
It’s bursting out! Don’t you see it?

This is echoed in Revelation 21:5,
“Look! I'm making everything new.”

The context of the Isaiah passage reminds the Israelites who are in captivity of what God has done in
bringing their people out of bondage in Egypt and then tells them to stop living in the past so that they
can move into the future following the road God will make in the wilderness. Not only will God provide
a way for them to return to Jerusalem but God will also provide for the animals in the wilderness. Not
only will the people proclaim God’s praise even the wild animals will honor God.

Revelation 21:3-5 proclaims what will happen when God dwells among us,

"And I heard a loud voice from the throne saying, ‘Look! God’s dwelling place is now among the
people, and he will dwell with them. They will be his people, and God himself will be with them and be
their God. He will wipe every tear from their eyes. There will be no more death’ or mourning or crying
or pain, for the old order of things has passed away.””

In our discussion at Bibles and Bagels | asked what it would be like if as The Message translates it, God
“moved into the neighborhood.” One response asked if we would recognize God if he moved into the
neighborhood. Another reflected that God is already in the neighborhood in the least of these.
Remember the parable of the kingdom in Matthew 25 where the sheep are separated from the goats and
neither has recognized the King who says, “Truly I tell you, whatever you did for one of the least of
these brothers and sisters of mine, you did for me.”

I was reminded that not only are we to see Christ in the least and the lost we are to be Christ to the least
and the lost. “"Now you are the body of Christ, and each one of you is a part of it.” 1 Corinthians 12:27
The “you” here is plural in the Greek. Together we are the body of Christ and individually we each are
a part of the body.

When you and | recognize that together we are the body of Christ and when each of us does our part
then we will see that God has already moved into the neighborhood and we will live in such a way that
we wipe away tears, and work together with the Holy Spirit to end death and mourning and crying and
pain. We will live in such a way that together we freely provide both the water that is necessary for
physical life and the living water of Jesus the Christ that fills us with the life that is really life.

I invite you to join together with God in making all things new here in Muncie and around the world.

The cost of flying to and from Houston every 3 or 4 weeks is not
covered by any kind of insurance.

There will be mini-
meatloaves, sloppy joes, or hot dogs as a main course. The cost is only $7.00. The local Master
Gardeners will have a booth where you will be able to “buy” the time of a Master Gardener (i.e. do you
need yardwork, weeding, mowing, planting, mulching done?). The Boy Scouts are participating by
bussing tables. The Master’s Charges and the Harvey Small Group will have a bake sale (and there are
lots of good cooks in these groups). The Optimists are helping in the kitchen. The Central Indiana Old
Car Club will have several of their antique cars in the parking lot. As one of the organizers, Melinda
Mitchell, said, “as soon as we mention Jim’s name, everyone wants to know how they can help.”

| am in the process of planning our away work camp for 2013. We are going to Manistique,
Michigan in the Upper Peninsula to work with Habitat for Humanity Hiawathaland. Map quest
indicates it is roughly 526.89 miles from Muncie and about 88 miles west of the Mackinac Bridge. They
are an experienced host of work campers. They have renovated a school building to provide for sleeping,
shower and cooking facilities (one stop camping). They will be doing renovation work. They plan to
provide lunches and we will take care of the rest of our meals.

We will be going the week of September 7 through the 14th. | plan to keep the cost at the $95
per person.

If you plan to go it will be necessary for you to view a safety video on the internet and pass
a quiz by August 1. This is a requirement of their insurance. If you pay attention to the video you
should have no problem passing the quiz. If you fail you can take it until you pass. To view the video
and take the quiz, go to www.hiawathalandhabitat.com and click on “Volunteer”. Scroll down the
right side and click on “Lockton”. On right side click on “Step 1 Read” and print out the instructions.
You will need to refer to the instructions to complete the quiz. Return to the previous page and click on
“Step 2 Take”. Follow the instructions you printed and take the course titled “Volunteering on a Habitat
for Humanity Job Site”. Once you pass the quiz you will be directed to the course completion screen
which you need to fill in the blanks. In the Location field from the drop down click on Hiawathaland
Habitat, Inc. and for the state Michigan. Once you are done let me know so | can check to make sure
habitat gets your certificate of completion. I would suggest if you think there is any chance you will be
joining us that you go ahead and take the quiz and get it out of the way so you do not have to do it at the
last minute or not get to go because you have not completed the quiz. If you do not have internet access
and plan to go let me know and we will make arrangements for you to take the quiz.

Mark your calendars for September 7th and contact me concerning your plans to join us and
when you have completed the quiz. 1 will keep you posted as the plans develop and we will have a
meeting in July or August
